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Saint was baptized 16 years later, when he was 
33 years old, at the Easter Vigil, 387!   
 

PATRON OF THOSE WITH TROUBLESOME IN-
LAWS.  Like Saint Elizabeth Ann Seton, whose 
Protestant in -laws disowned, mocked and 
scorned her for converting to Catholicism,  
Patricusõ cantankerous mother, who lived with 
them,  was a source of annoyance and angst.  
However, some historians say that Saint  
Monicaõs kind disposition and prayerfulness 
eventually led to her mother -in -lawõs conversion 
é so never give up on hope or prayer! 
 

PATRON OF ALCOHOLICS.  Born into a wealthy 
family, one of young Monicaõs ôhouse jobsõ was 
to clean and care for their wine cellar.  Like 
many a teenager who could not resist the temp-
tation to taste the fruit of the wine when itõs so 
easily accessible, the future Saint began to grow 
increasingly dependent on her ôharmless sipsõ of 
wine.  After sensing - and/or being confronted - 
with her dependency on liquor, she ceased  
imbibing.  Thus, Saint Monica is also the patron 
saint of alcoholics  and their loved ones.   
 

PATRON OF CONVERTS & CONVERSION.  Since 
she never gave up hope, never gave up trying 
to set a good example, and, above all, never 
stopped praying for those whose life journey 
needed to be redirected, Saint Monica is the  
patron of converts and all in need of  
conversion.  In our fast -paced world, where eve-
rything is just ôa click awayõ and instantaneously 
attained, we need the example of Saint Monicaõs 
long -term, patient endurance.  Very few things 
are solved in a tweet or text; in fact, most things 
take time, active participation, and personal 
conversation; if our relationship with loved ones 
is strained, perhaps we need to pray to Saint 
Monica more often and follow her example.  
 

Saint Monica must be a very busy Saint with all 
the situations and challenges of which she has 
become a great role model, source of strength, 
and patron saint.  Saint Monica, pray for us.  
 

Another school year is about to begin. This year, 
Father Tom and I will offer Holy Mass to our  
Religious Education students at each class  
sessionñbarring emergency situations when we 
may not be available. Please pray for our  
students and catechists and all who work to 
pass on the faith.

A MOTHERõS TEARS.  This 
week we honor a mother 
whose tears, by Godõs grace, 
led her errant son to abandon 
his sinful, hedonistic lifestyle 
and convert to the Christian 

faith; this wayward man eventually became a  
Bishop.  His mother, who tearfully, incessantly 
prayed for her naughty child, is Saint Monica , 
whose Feast Day is August 27 , the day before 
her son, Saint Augustineõs Feast Day on August  
28.  Also known as Monica of Hippo , she was 
born in 331 in Tagaste, North Africa, in present -
day Algeria; she died and was buried at Ostia, 
near Rome, in 387.  In 1430, Pope Martin V had 
her relics brought to Rome; in the 1480õs they 
were enshrined near the main altar in the new-
ly built Basilica of Saint Augustine in Rome.  She 
is patron saint of all who endure the crosses 
explained below; first, Saint Monicaõs Collect:  

 
PATRON OF MOTHERS.  Many a mother, father, 
grandparent, relative or friend has prayed for, 
and shed copious tears for, what we once 
called ôa problem child.õ  So did Saint Monica; in 
fact, in 1769, a Franciscan Friar and Missionary 
to California gave the name Santa Monica to an 
area in which there were numerous weeping 
springs!  So, until youõve shed enough tears 
over a ôproblem childõ that they name a town 
after you é keep on praying your heart out é in 
the spirit and style of Saint Monica!   
 

PATRON OF MARRIED WOMEN.  Although her 
family was Christian, her parents gave her in 
marriage - for political reasons - to a Roman pa-
gan named Patricus; while he had, as most of 
us do, some redeeming qualities, he had a vio-
lent temper and was lustful.  He mocked her  
religious practices and piety, and refused to let 
her have their three children baptized.  Howev-
er, Saint Monicaõs patience and prayers paid off: 
Patricus was baptized a year before he died,  
when their son, Augustine, was 17; the future
