imagine it to be a beautiful Spring morning.  
That imagery is poetically captured in the hymn, 
MMorning Has Broken: “Sweet the rain’s new fall, 
Sunlit ffrom Heaven, Like the first dewfall On the 
first grass.”  What a picture-perfect day that was 
… but not every day can be Edenlike, for into 
every life a little rain must fall.  Still, we can pray 
for those lovely days when all seems right with 
the world, and we sense that inner peace that 
awaits us in heaven, when every day will be like 
the first day of Spring.  
 

OUR HEAVENLY FATHER KNOWS BEST.  What 
about when we pray for good weather, but God 
lets it ‘rain on our parade?’  As people of faith, 
we must always seek the ‘silver lining’ in life’s 
dark clouds and graciously accept whatever God 
wills for us.  For EVERYTHING is a gift from God, 
who expects us to seek every ‘blessing in  
disguise.’  Too often, we are all quick to question 
God or get annoyed when our prayers are not 
answered according to our expectations - yet so 
often what God has planned for us turns out to 
be far better than what we had planned for our-
selves. So, even under unwanted, unexpected 
stormy skies we must praise the Lord! 
 

One time many joined in prayer for fine weather 
- and God said “NO!” - was Saint John Paul’s 
1995 pilgrimage to the USA, when he visited 
New Jersey and celebrated Mass in the-then  
Giants Stadium in East Rutherford.  Our area had 
been suffering from a months-long drought, 
which ended with the Holy Father’s arrival - BIG 
TIME.  Everyone was drenched long before Mass 
began, but just as we ended the Sanctus or Holy, 
Holy, before the Pope could begin the Eucharis-
tic Prayer, the skies burst open in a blinding  
deluge!  As it rained sideways, the whole  
stadium erupted in spontaneous, sustained  
applause which caused His Holiness to stop.  
When he realized we were only thanking God 
for the long-awaited rain, and were encouraging 
him to continue, did the Pope start the prayer.  
May it never rain on your parade … unless that’s 
what God wills!

FINE WEATHER.  It is so 
frustrating to plan a  
picnic, barbeque, or  
other outside event - and 
have it cancelled or  
ruined by stormy  

weather.  As a sign of our childlike trust in our  
Heavenly Father’s care for us, the Church even 
provides an oration for us to use to pray for clear 
blue skies, comfortable temperatures, and low 
humidity.  For good weather, Holy Mother 
Church offers us prayers in the section of the  
Roman MMissal entitled ‘For CCivil Needs: #36:  For 
Fine Weather.’  [Next week, we’ll reflect on #34: 
In Time of Earthquake; We already reflected on 
#37:  For an End to Storms in 08/08’s bulletin, and 
on #35: For Rain in 08/29’s bulletin.] 
 

 
 

DEAR GOD, CAN YOU DO ME A FAVOR?  As this ora-
tion notes, we must be open to how God uses 
every day, ordinary events to correct us and save 
us - and that includes natural elements, like the 
weather.  Again, as His trusting children, we can 
implore our Heavenly Father for the gift of good 
weather.  However, whether it rains or shines, is 
hot and humid or chilly and dank, at ALL times 
we must bless the Lord and offer our thanks for 
all His benefits.  And we must be ready and will-
ing to use whatever He grants us for the glory of 
His holy Name and our own well-being.  So, as 
the old conundrum goes, it is NOT OK to miss 
Mass to enjoy a round of golf or a walk on the 
beach on a sunny Sunday morning; we must 
MAKE time for God and our religious duties 
FIRST, then we can pursue our own interests.   
 
THE BLESSING OF BRIGHT, SUNNY SKIES.  The Bible 
does not give the weather report for Day Six 
when God created man, or when God blessed
