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From the Pastor 
The Solemnity  of All Saints 

November 1, 2020 
 

PLEASE FORGIVE ME!  It is 
not my fault that this 
year, All Saints Day is on 
the same weekend  
before our Presidential 
Election and my article 
on the Collect ‘For Those 
in Public Office’ which 
we will use to conclude 

the Universal Prayer this weekend.  [While no 
Saint, except our Blessed Mother, was perfect, I 
highly doubt any American President will be 
canonized!]  After praying this prayer, which all 
should commit to memory and offer often, I will 
reflect on it - and on an error made by many 
about politics and religion.  As with all things, 
we should start with prayer:  

 
‘SEPARATION OF CHURCH AND STATE.’  The  
Constitution never uses these words, though 
many ‘cite’ them as if it does; and all the First 
Amendment states is: “Congress shall make no 
law respecting an establishment of religion, or 
prohibiting the free exercise thereof …”  We are 
not compelled by law to belong to or believe in 
any faith; nor can any faith or its practices [if 
they do not violate other laws] be forbidden by 
law.  As Jesus said in the Gospel two weeks ago: 
“Repay to Caesar what belongs to Caesar and to 
God what belongs to God.”  [Matthew 22:21] And 
as Saint Paul urges: “I ask that supplications, 
prayers, petitions, and thanksgivings be offered 
for everyone, for kings and for all in authority, 
that we may lead a quiet and tranquil life in all 
devotion and dignity.”  [1 Timothy 2:1-2]  So neither 
the State nor the Church have any issue with us 
praying for our leaders; on the contrary, our 
founding fathers [and mothers] knew that with-
out help from on high, the so-called ‘American 
Experiment’ would be doomed from its onset.  
So, pray for the USA!

THE KINGDOM IS ‘IN’ THE WORLD, NOT ‘OF’ THE 

WORLD.  As the Vatican II Council Fathers taught: 
“earthly progress is to be carefully distinguished 
from the growth of Christ’s kingdom, yet in so far 
as it can help toward the better ordering of  
human society it is of great importance to the 
kingdom of God.” [1965]  While we cannot make 
any country ‘heaven on earth;’ we must do all we 
can to make earth as heavenly as possible.  So, we 
imperfect, often self-centered, self-serving people 
must pray for, support and affirm our fallible 
earthly leaders.  We must also fulfill our duty to 
vote for those who will best help everyone attain 
all that earth offers - especially the most vulnera-
ble: the unborn and poor, the stranger and sick - 
and all who institute and uphold the divinely  
revealed values that also can ensure justice and 
peace for all.   
HE’S GOT THE WHOLE WORLD IN HIS HANDS.  We 
once sang these words at Mass; while post-
conciliar liturgical music has matured, this ditty’s 
simple message still applies.  I firmly believe God 
has so blessed the USA so she can be a blessing to 
the whole world.  We must not only recognize the 
true Source of all our blessings; we must share 
God’s gifts with others.  Only then will “prosperity 
of peoples, the assurance of peace, and freedom 
of religion … be made secure.”  
WE RELY ON HEAVENLY HELPERS. As of January, 
2020, 10 Americans, who lived here, or were USA 
citizens, have been canonized: Saints Frances  
Xavier Cabrini, Elizabeth Ann Seton, John  
Neumann, Rose Philippine Duchesne, Katharine 
Drexel, Théodore Guérin, Damien de Veuster,  
Marianne Cope, Kateri Tekakwitha, and Junípero 
Serra.  One step away from Sainthood are 6 who 
have been ‘Beatified:’ Blessed Francis Xavier  
Seelos, NJ native Teresa Demjanovich, Stanley 
Rother, Solanus Casey, James Miller, and the re-
cently [10/31/2020] beatified Father Michael 
McGivney, founder of the Knights of Columbus.  
And the cause for canonization has begun for 19 
‘Venerables’ and 26 ‘Servants of God.’  Perhaps 
God willed that we should call on ALL SAINTS to 
intercede for the USA this most decisive week!   
We have often been told to vote our conscience, 
but what many have failed to say is that our con-

sciences must be properly formed—that is, it must 
be in accord with God’s divine and natural law. 
An informed and properly formed conscience  
realizes that all people are made in the image and 
likeness of God from conception to natural death 
and must be protected by our laws if they are in 
conformity with God’s laws!       In Christ,

All Saints Day November 1 2020 Reflection by Rev. Leonard N. Peterson 
After counting the racks of birthday cards, I believe the next  largest 
display of cards for purchase are found in the “Congratulations”       
section.  I’m certain the same holds true for those popular electronic 
greetings. Why is that do you suppose? 
 

One simple answer is that you and I have a birthday each year.  But in 
the course of our lives certain special events come along that we      
celebrate as high points, often one of a kind.  So there are congratulatory 
cards for engagements and weddings; anniversaries and graduations; 
new babies, new jobs and new homes; yes even for retirements. The 
cards can be spiritual or silly, but at best they mark the event as        
significant enough to call for a card. 
 

Only God can congratulate us for living the way He thinks we 
should.  This idea is at the heart of the familiar beatitudes that we read 
on this All Saints Day.  Jesus is saying “Blest” or “Happy” or 
“Fortunate” are those who can look beyond the measures of this world 
to realize they are headed for a great reward in heaven.  So the poor in 
spirit, the mourners and the meek, the merciful, the peacemakers and the 
persecuted, the inheritors and those athirst for holiness will attain that 
goal.  Even those who suffer insult and persecution for being Jesus’ 
followers have every reason to hope in God and trust His Word. 
 

Who then are these people from all over the globe that we call 
saints?  They are no more nor less than people who lived like everyone 
should but who did it better than most of us.  I think we’re justified in 
adding to the official Church list the names of holy people we knew well 
even though there may never be a side altar dedicated to them.  Some of 
them might even be from our own families. You could say that we saw 
them as “living holy cards.” 
 

Once upon a time a Protestant minister came up with the clever slogan 
that these eight statements of Our Lord express the      “Be-Attitude” in 
life.  True enough.  But equally true is the fact that if we wish to dwell 
in the “house of many mansions,” then we must make our reservations 
well in advance.       God love you and give you His peace!
