YYOUU GOTTAA PLAYY TOO WIN..  Although we can do 
nothing to ‘deserve’ anything from God, for 
everything from God is a gift or grace, we can -
and must - do all we can to ‘merit’ what God
offers.  However, our ‘works’ do not ‘earn’ us 
anything from God; our ‘works’ prove that our 
faith is alive and active.  And if Jesus “appointedd 
[us]] too goo andd bearr fruitt thatt willl remain.”  [John 
15:16] and the purpose of our ‘fruit’ is to feed and 
nourish ourselves AND OTHERS, we believe 
Jesus would allow our prayers and sacrifices to 
benefit even those who did not ‘play to win’ as 
the saying goes.  So, pray for those who did not 
pray, or ‘play’ “too attainn thee prizee off immortality.”

“AANDD HEE SHALLL PURIFY.”  A repetitive line in 
Handel’s classic oratorio,, ‘Messiah,’ “Andd hee shalll 
purify.”, comes from the last Old Testament 
Book; first, the Prophett Malachi fearfully 
references our dreaded eventual meeting with 
our Maker: “Butt whoo cann enduree thee dayy off hiss 
coming?  WWhoo cann standd firmm whenn hee  
appears?””  [C.f.: Malachi 3:1-3].  Then he assures us 
that God will offer us the ways by which we can 
be purified.  However, unlike God, who is eternal 
and immortal, we need some means by which 
we can apply all God offers to those who are 
bound to time and space.  We find that in the 
Sacraments, especially the Eucharist, which we 
can offer for ourselves and for others, living and 
dead.  What do you do to be purified and to help 
others be purified?
