GRAVE BLANKETS. We
are not sure who or
& Where the tradition of
placing a grave
blanket or pillow, a
spray or sprigs of
evergreen Dbranches,
began. It seems to
have been brought to the upper Midwest by
those of Scandinavian descent. A personal act
of respect for one’s deceased loved ones, it is
usually placed by immediate family members in
the late fall or early winter. It serves as a simple
reminder of life amidst the stark, barren terrain;
for Catholics, it is a holy way to end the Month
of All Souls. In that spirit, we will reflect on
another set of orations for Masses offered for
the dead. As we give thanks at our tables this
Thanksgiving weekend, may we remember
those already seated at heaven's banquet table -
and all who are still being purged of sin and
await admission to God's Kingdom.

Collect - For One Deceased Person - A-1
Incline your ear, O Lord, to our prayers,
by which we humbly entreat your mercy, that,
as you graciously numbered your servant N.
among your people in this world,
you may now set him/her in a place of peace
and light and grant him/her a share

in the company of your Saints.
Through our Lord Jesus ... for ever and ever. Amen.

\WE ARE GOD'’S PEOPLE: NOW & ALWAYS! As many
orations for Funeral and Memorial Masses
remind us: the bonds we forge in life - with one
another and with God - do not unravel at death.
In this Collect we ask God, who numbers us
among the sheep of His flock at our Baptism, to
welcome the dead into heaven through Jesus,
who called Himself ‘the Gate.’ [cf. John 10:9] And
as Psalm 23 and this oration remind us, the
pasture into which we hope to be admitted is “a
place of peace and light,” lush with fresh, green
meadows; a banquet table, spread with the
finest food and drink; a secure haven where we
can rest forever.

It is also, as this Collect notes, the dwelling place
of the blessed, where all holy men and women
join together in never-ending communion.
Every Altar around which we gather for holy
Mass, every table at which we are seated for a
meal, is a foretaste of what awaits us
[hopefully!] in the life-to-come. So make sure
you get there!

Prayer over the Offerings - For One Deceased Person - A-1
Look with favor, O Lord, on your servant N.,
for whom we offer you the sacrifice of praise,
humbly entreating that, reconciled with you
through these devoted offices,
he/she may merit to rise again to life.
Through Christ our Lord. Amen.

DEVOTED OFFICES. One of the seven corporal
works of mercy requires us to bury the dead, and
one of the seven spiritual works of mercy requires
us to pray for the dead. In numerous places, the
Church’s Rite of Christian Burial refers to these
works of mercy as a ‘fraternal office,” or in this
oration, a “devoted office.” These phrases denote
a duty or service, a responsibility or ministry
which we offer for a brother or sister in Christ,
whether we know them or not, whether they
were a ‘practicing’ or a ‘lapsed’ Catholic.

\¥hen this pandemic ends and we return to some
sense of normalcy, we will be looking to expand
our Parish’s Lazarus Ministry. These ministers will
be trained to carry out this ‘fraternal’ or ‘devoted
office.” Our dedicated lay women and men, and
our Deacons, try to attend every funeral our
Parish conducts. They will be trained to conduct
the Vigil or Wake, Transfer of the Body and
Committal Rites as well as other functions of
parish funerals. Please contact the Parish Office if
you may be interested in this ministry. We will
keep your name and number and call on you
when the pandemic ends. At the very least,
always remember to pray for the dead whenever
you pass a cemetery or funeral home.

Prayer after Communion - For One Deceased Person - A-1
Renewed by this life-giving Sacrament, we pray,
O Lord, that the soul of our brother/sister N.,
to whom you gave a part in your covenant,
may be purified by the power of this mystery
and rejoice without end in the peace of Christ.
\Xho lives and reigns for ever and ever. Amen.

A PART IN YOUR COVENANT. Our Lord promises us
so much; in response, God asks us to uphold our
part of the covenant He makes with us. We can
easily do that by praying for the dead, offering
sacrifices for them, honoring their burial places,
and making sure everyone has a Christian Burial
with all the hope-filled, grace-filled Rites offered
by our Church. Happy Advent!
